SCHOOL
Our district student enrollment is 888 and is housed in two buildings. Byron-Bergen Elementary

School houses pre-k through fifth grade and Byron-Bergen Junior-Senior High School houses grades

six through twelve. Byron-Bergen High School is a four-year public high school and is accredited to

award diplomas by the New York State Board of Regents. Byron-Bergen is also home to The Early

College High School (formerly known as the WNY Tech Academy), supporting 13 regional school

districts. The Early College High School places a strong emphasis on hands-on, project based learning.

CURRICULUM
Students are scheduled for eight classes a day, during a 42 minute time slot. Students must take four

years of English, social studies, and physical education as well as three years of math and science, one

fine art, one language other than English, and one half credit of health. Advanced Placement (AP)

courses are offered in Biology, Calculus, Chemistry, English Language and Composition, English

Literature and Composition, Environmental Science, Government, United States History, andWorld

History. Many students also take Accelerated College Enrollment (ACE) courses through Genesee

Community College (SUNY). This program allows students from area high schools to enroll in college

level courses.

During senior year, students who meet

the academic criteria may enroll in one of the two career pathway academies through SUNYGenesee

Community College: Health Careers Academy and Justice Academy. If enrolled, students take classes



at SUNYGenesee Community College and can earn up to 15 college credits, which are listed on their

college transcript. These classes are not listed on the high school transcript.

COVID-19 STATEMENT

On Thursday, March 13, 2020, students had their last day of in-person instruction at Byron-Bergen Jr. Sr.
High School for the 2019-2020 school year. During distance learning, students received pass (P) or fail (F)
grades for courses. These grades will only show up on transcripts for students who took half year courses
that began in the third quarter. The grade listed for full year courses will be an average of the first and
second quarter grades. These grades have been averaged into the cumulative average. Students were exempt
from taking any New York State Regents exams in 2020 and 2021. This will be marked with an EX next to
the exams they were scheduled to take. While switching to remote learning, Google Chromebooks were
distributed to every student in the district. Entering the 2020-2021 school year, the numerical grading
policy was reinstated and Byron-Bergen Jr. Sr. High School presented a hybrid learning model to students
where they were able to attend school in-person two days a week and distance learn for the remainder of the
week. Students had the choice to continue distance learning if they were unable to attend in-person.
Entering the 2021 - 2022 school year, all students returned to a regular in-person class schedule.
